PREFACE

In this publication, the State Statistical Office of the Republic of Macedonia is publishing data on the educational process in
primary, lower secondary and upper secondary education, which are collected through the regular annual statistical surveys conducted
at the beginning of the school year 2011/2012 in all types of schools.

The publication comprises data on the number of primary and lower secondary schools (regular, special, adult schools and art
schools), class sections, enrolled students by sex, grades and municipalities, students according to the study of foreign language (first
and second compulsory and facultative), students that use free transport, accommodation in boarding schools and private families.
Also, there are a lot of data on teachers according to the type of employment, sex, age, number of lessons, level of education and
supporting staff.

According to the changes in the Law on Primary Education (Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia No. 51/2007), starting
from the school year 2007/2008, the primary and lower secondary education in the Republic of Macedonia lasts 9 years (nine years)
and is compulsory for all children at 6 years of age.

For the upper secondary schools (regular, special and religious), in addition to the number of schools, also included are data on
class sections, students by sex, qualification, educational programmes and municipalities, students according to age, year of study and
study of foreign language (first and second compulsory and facultative). Also, there are a lot of data on teachers according to the type
of employment, sex, age, number of lessons, level of education and supporting staff.

The State Statistical Office hopes that this publication will fulfil its role of providing users with data for further analysis and
planning.

All comments and suggestions aimed at improving the publication would be greatly appreciated.

METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

The data on primary, lower secondary and upper secondary education are a result of the regular annual surveys at
the beginning of the school year.

A "school" is any school unit, regardless of whether it is an independent school, a local school or a class section in
another type of school. This survey includes all types of schools (primary, lower secondary and upper secondary schools,
regular, special and adult schools).

From an organizational point of view, the primary and lower secondary schools can be independent or schools
composed of several local schools.

The upper secondary education according to the type of educational programme can be divided into general
and vocational education. According to the students' final results and preferences, they may choose one of the available
qualifications from the first year.

Special primary, lower secondary and upper secondary education includes schools and class sections under other
regular schools in which instruction is conducted according to a special type of curriculum and instructional programme.

Adult education provides basic education for adults who didn't finish their regular education on time.

Art education represents supplementary education for the students from regular primary and lower secondary
schools for acquiring music and ballet knowledge.
